As Ukraine mourns the victims of the brutal missile attack in Sumy on 

Palm Sunday, the Apostolic Nuncio in Ukraine says there is nothing left to do 

but to turn to God, because no human force seems capable to stop the carnage 

and bring peace in the war-torn nation. 

The Vatican Nuncio recalled that many of the victims, were churchgoers of 

different Christian denominations who were going to church to celebrate the 

beginning of Holy Week, making the tragedy even more poignant.  This year 

Churches of different celebrate Easter on the same date due to the alignment of 

the Gregorian and Julian calendars.
