Pope Leo has urged Catholics across the globe to pray to Our Lady for peace during 

the upcoming Marian month of May and he has shown the way by holding two 

special Rosary vigils reminding people of the power and the beauty of the Rosary as 

a means of prayer. At a solemn vigil in St Peter’s Basilica, he said: “My dearest 

friends, all it takes is a little faith, a mere “crumb” of faith, in order to face this 

dramatic hour in history together - as humanity and alongside humanity… “Let us 

rise from the rubble! Nothing can confine us to a predetermined fate, not even in this 

world where there never seem to be enough graves, for people continue to crucify 

one another and eliminate life, with no regard to justice and mercy.”

Our Lady of Fatima 13th May 

The apparitions of the three children of Fatima took place in the summer of 1917, 

beginning on 13th May when the ‘Lady’ asked them to pray for sinners and an end to 

the World War. In the final apparition on 13th October, the ‘Lady’ identified herself 

as Our Lady of the Rosary and called for prayer and conversion. 

 

Saint Nereus and Achilleus 

Saints Nereus and Achilleus were early Christian martyrs, Roman soldiers, and 

according to tradition, members of the Praetorian Guard who converted to 

Christianity, rejected violence, and were killed for their faith. They are venerated in 

the Roman Catholic and Eastern Orthodox churches, with a feast day celebrated on 

May 12 alongside St. Pancras.
