Deanery: Clachan Comar 

Clachan Comar, located in Strathglass near Cannich, is an ancient and sacred 

Christian site containing the ruins of a seventeenth-century church built on the 

foundations of an even earlier church, traditionally associated with St Bean 

(Baithene). For centuries it served as a place of worship and burial for the people of 

Strathglass and the graveyard remained in use well into the twentieth century. The 

site stands as a powerful reminder of the deep Christian heritage of the Highlands and 

the enduring faith of those who worshipped there through many generations. An 

outdoor Mass is traditionally celebrated there each year, allowing us to honour the 

rich spiritual history of the area and pray for all who have gone before us in faith. 

The Deanery will gather for an outdoor Mass at Clachan Comar on Saturday, 19th
